Call to Order:  The regular board meeting was called to order by Board Chair Tim Hamburger. 
Tillamook Volunteer Firefighters Association: Assistant Chief Paul Edwards provided District budget history regarding volunteer reimbursement and stipends. Chair Hamburger asked about the TVFA involvement. Representatives from the TVFA acknowledged that Paul had been appointed to represent the volunteers in a unanimous decision to request a good faith stipend increase. Chair Hamburger asked about when the stipends began to which FM Descloux provided historical dates. The Board and Budget Committee approved to stop the LOSAP program in 2006 and focus on volunteer reimbursement increases as an incentive. In September of 2008, the stipend program was initiated to replace the reimbursement terminology due to IRS language.
A motion to increase the point stipends by $2.00 from October 1, 2021 forward and to be reevaluated during the budget cycle was made by Brian Cameron and seconded by Casey Burden. Ayes were received from Brian Cameron, Casey Burden, Leonard Ingles and Tim Hamburger, the motion carried.

Non-Agenda Items: None.

Public Comment: None.
Minutes: A motion to approve the September 13, 2021, minutes was made by Casey Burden and seconded by Brian Cameron. Ayes were received from Brian Cameron, Tim Hamburger, Leonard Ingles and Casey Burden, the motion carried.
Financial Statement / Correspondence:  The September financial statement was not ready according to the bookkeeper. Copies of the check transactions and bills were forwarded to members of the board.
A motion to pay the September bills was made by Brian Cameron and seconded by Leonard Ingles. Ayes were received from Brian Cameron, Tim Hamburger, Leonard Ingles and Casey Burden, the motion carried.

Fire Chief Report: Chief Bement forwarded a copy of his report electronically and provided a brief overview. 

Chief Bement reported that we did not receive the FEMA grant. There were 99 emergencies for the month including 45 EMS and 54 Fire type calls. The COVID shot deadline is approaching and those not vaccinated by then will be placed on admin leave beginning October 19. Engine 12 was repaired after shearing a head bolt, Tender 21 was repaired after a tank to pump valve failed. All pump testing for apparatus has been completed by Chuck. New emergency lights were placed on Tender 21 and portable radio chargers replaced in Truck 31. The Seagraves will be moved out of the Air Museum and returned to Station 72 after a vote by the TVFA. A $98,000 grant submitted by the TVFA for new Zoll hear monitors is currently in review. The TVFA have agreed to purchase a set of hydraulic E-Tools for extrication. Station 71 has had the trim painted with some caulking repairs and siding paint completed by staff. Station 72 has had the front parking area cleaned up with freshly added gravel. There has been both EMS And Fire training for the month with 10 new recruits beginning a fire academy in November.  
Fire Marshal Report: FM Descloux had forwarded a copy of the FM report electronically. 
Old Business: The board met to review Lexipol policies but did not have a quorum to conduct business.
Chair Hamburger reached out other fire agencies requesting how they were responding to the Oregon vaccine mandate. There are other fire agencies providing modified leave for volunteers which allows them to continue with fire training but not go on calls. He would like to see the TFD volunteers be allowed to do the same to maintain certifications. Chief had reached out to legal counsel and the response was that members would not be able to volunteer if they did not meet the state requirement. Casey, Tim and Brian would like Chief Bement to ask legal if there is no patient contact or care would they still be held to the state requirement. Roy Ellerbroek asked about TFD not accepting exemptions and Chief Bement spoke of the potential liability if a member infects or gets infected from an exempt member. Casey Burden would like to have legal contacted about exempted members involvement with training and non-medical responses. Chair Hamburger told the volunteers if they have exemptions, to bring them in. He also spoke of the testing costs potentially being prohibitive.
