Call to Order:  The regular board meeting was called to order by Board Chair Tim Hamburger. 
Minutes: The regular board minutes from December 9, 2019 were reviewed.
A motion to approve the December 9, 2019 minutes was made by Roy Ellerbroek and seconded by Allen Burris. Ayes were received from Allen Burris, Roy Ellerbroek and Tim Hamburger, the motion carried.
Executive Session: The regular board meeting recessed into executive session at 5:16 p.m. pursuant to ORS 192.660 (b) To consider the dismissal or disciplining of, or to hear complaints or charges brought against, a public officer, employee, staff member or individual agent who does not request an open hearing.
The regular board meeting reconvened at 5:46 p.m.

Financial Statement / Correspondence:  The financial statement for November and the December 2019 check transaction list was reviewed by the board.
A motion to approve the November 30, 2019 financial statement was made by Allen Burris and seconded by Roy Ellerbroek. Ayes were received from Allen Burris, Roy Ellerbroek, David Mattison and Tim Hamburger, the motion carried.

Fire Chief Report: Chief Bement went over his chief report covering total expenses for the 2019 year at $348,410. 

There was a total of 870 emergency responses for the year, 391 of which were EMS related with an average 10 minute on scene time. 
Correspondence was received from SDAO about some upcoming training opportunities.

7131 was used in the Tillamook light parade and again for the New Years ball drop celebration in front of the courthouse. The ball was made by Chuck for the celebration.

7191 has received a new stripe job by Chuck and 7192 is pending. 7117 has had a new block heater installed after the last one failed. 7149 needs some new lights and the SCBA fill hose has been replaced.

Station 71 remodeling should begin next week and we received a TURA grant in the amount of $16,500 to assist with the costs. Another grant for the exhaust removal system is pending, we should know more by January 21, 2020.
There are five potential volunteer fire fighters scheduled to go through an interview process with a potential February start date.

Fire Marshal Report: FM Descloux went over the FM report already submitted to the board, no questions were asked. 
Old Business: Chief Bement checked on state procurement pricing to replace 7148. New pricing through the state is nearly the same as pre-owned vehicles in the private sector. Chuck discussed the need for a 1-ton vehicle with a gas engine to keep the weight down and meet the needs of the imposed loads. State procurement pricing for a new Chevy 1-ton 4x4 is approximately $31,000 and with add-ons and accessories will probably come in around $45,000. Roy believes that 7148 should be replaced before the exhaust removal system. Tim has concerns about making a purchase right now to replace 7148.
SDAO has been contacted to assist with fully rewriting our existing policies. There will be some upcoming board workshops and some budget training for board members.

Once the accountants have completed their in-depth review upstairs, staff will begin the upstairs demo for remodel.

New Business: Chief Bement presented Resolutions 2020-1 and 2020-2 pertaining to EF Recovery, a company used for recovering costs of business including non-residents, out of district, criminal and nuisance alarms. Payment for the service is generally a percentage of the cost recovery and a non-payment can result in out of pocket expenses.
A motion to approve Resolution 2020-1 was made by Allen Burris and seconded by Dave Mattison. Ayes were received from Allen Burris, Roy Ellerbroek, David Mattison and Tim Hamburger, the motion carried. 

A motion to approve Resolution 2020-2 was made by Allen Burris and seconded by Dave Mattison. Ayes were received from Allen Burris, Roy Ellerbroek, David Mattison and Tim Hamburger, the motion carried.
