Call to Order:  The regular board meeting was called to order at 5:15 PM by Board Chair Tim Hamburger. 
Minutes: The regular board minutes from July 13, 2020 were reviewed.
A motion to approve the July 13th, 2020 minutes Roy Ellerbroek and seconded by Allen Burris. Ayes were received from Roy Ellerbroek, Allen Burris, and Tim Hamburger, the motion carried. 

Financial Statement / Correspondence:  The financial statement for July 2020 was not yet available and check transactions for July was received and reviewed.
A motion to approve the July, Accounts Payable and Checking Statement & “pay the bills”  was made by Allen Burris and seconded by Roy Ellerbroek. Ayes were received from Roy Ellerbroek, Allen Burris, and Tim Hamburger, the motion carried.
Fire Chief Report: Chief Bement reported the District has paid personnel expenses through June 30,2020 in the amount of $583,636, Materials and Services $263,346 and Capital Outlay $56,273 for a total of $903,255 through the end of fiscal year. 
There were 68 calls for the month that are detailed in the Fire Marshal Report 
EF Recovery has issued 1st check and it totals just over $2,600 part of the funds were used to purchase 2 new ladders for E11 and rest to General Fund. 
The new Rescue has arrived, and BC Spittles is in process of upfitting for response and project is going well. Estimated time to in service is 2-3 months.
Station 71 Remodel is going well floors are being installed currently.
Drills are in person and in progress again and are being reviewed again due to new guidelines from the State. 
MSO Boydell and FC Bement working on EMS training with both online and in person this month was OB/GYN and Childbirth
Fire Marshal Report: Reports of the 10 fires for the month were detailed by FM Descloux and the statistics for response for the month of July increased call volumes were seen while a decrease in EMS requested calls. 
Total of 16 inspections were completed while the office of the Fire Marshal dealt with continued restrictions from COVID19 and inspection processes.

Old Business: Chief Bement’s Review will be scheduled for executive session on 8/17 and special meeting will be posted.
Board Chair Hamburger spoke with SDAO regarding a couple of issue regarding board member re-call vs termination and Social media. Unable to terminate board members, they must be recalled.

Social media policies are being worked on by Chief Bement in conjunction with Lexipol.

IGA with Bay City fire was presented for final Approval and a motion was made to approve by Allen Seconded by Roy Ellerbroek, motion carried unanimously in favor.

New Business:  Annual Audit has been proposed by past CPA Richard Winkel and it was shared with the board. 
A motion to approve the proposal submitted by CPA Winkel was entertained and entered by Allen Burris and Seconded by Roy Ellerbroek Motion carried unanimously.
Tillamook Volunteer Firefighters Association: AC Edwards is not available no report.
Non-Agenda Items: David Mattison submitted his letter of Resignation from the Tillamook Board of Directors and it was signed and accepted by board directors present. 
Having an opening the vacancy and appointment process was discussed in open session and decided that a posting will be made on the district web page using social media and word of mouth to advertise the opening. It will be open till the next board meeting and it will be suggested in the advertisement that attendance is suggested at the September 14th meeting. An executive session will be provided, and any applications received by Chief Bement will be forwarded to the board for review.
